developmental disabilities in the Dominican Republic 

ecently, our LCMS mission team in the Dominican Republic received their government’s permission 
to establish a group home for the physical and spiritual care of those who are developmentally 
challenged. Brian and Jeanette Keller, members of Brookfield Lutheran Church in the South 

Wisconsin District, have begun serving the Lord in this venture to the Dominican Republic. They will be 
builders and construction project leaders for the Dominican people and volunteer groups from the United 
States. 

In the Dominican Republic, it is culturally acceptable that people with developmental disabilities live with their family into 
their adult life. However, there are children and adults who have been orphaned or abandoned. The 
government provides minimal institutional care for these cases. These group homes that will be built in the 
Dominican Republic will offer them a better quality of life where they can find a family-like atmosphere 
of loving and caring assistance. Most important, they will also learn of the love of Jesus Christ as their 
Savior. 

These fully equipped homes with well trained staff are connected to quickly  growing Lutheran 
congregations. They are growing at such a fast pace that several shelters need to be constructed for their 
worship facilities. These structures are similar to a park pavilion, and are 
perfect for the sunny climate of the Dominican Republic. 

The Kellers have been in the construction/general contracting business for over 25 years, and have 
also served in the mission field of Panama.
